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1. INSTALLATION.

The app works with IPadOS 16 operating system or higher (Apple) and Android

Select the free "Dominus" application and wait for its download and installation
on the mobile device used.

9, Fig. 32)
allows you to set the domestic hot water temperature.

The temperature is memorised after the button @ is pressed.

To set the desired room temperature, simply rotate the knob (Ref. 3, Fig. 33) on the

Any room temperature from +10°C to +35°C can be selected, which will be kept
constant until new adjustments are made or a different mode is selected.

From the winter function (7§ f|[) you may adjust the flow temperature by pressing
the button “+” on the “Set / Programming” page (Ref. 3, Fig. 34). The temperature
is memorised after the button (&) is pressed.
