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3. Choose the appropriate installation room.
For wall-mounted installation of the wired remote control, foresee the connection with a corrugated
pipe between the remote control and DUCT indoor unit to pass the cables through the wall.

Precautions when installing the wall-mounted wired remote control.
1. This manual gives the method for installing the wall-mounted wired remote control. Please refer to
the wiring diagram in this installation manual to wire the remote control with the indoor unit.

2. The wired remote control works in a low-voltage circuit. Do not connect it directly at a voltage of
220V or 380V. The connection cables between the wired remote control and the indoor unit must be
300-500 mm away from the high voltage circuit.

3. The shielded extension cable of the wired remote control must be connected to a reliable earth contact
by means of the terminal lug.

4. Do not try to make the extension cable longer by cutting and/or splicing it.

« To prevent water from penetrating into the wall-mounted wired remote
control, use a sealant to seal the cable connectors during installation.
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For installation with cables visible, there can be two outlet positions, upper and lower.
There is already a hole for the bottom outlet, while a hole needs to be drilled in the zone indicated in
the figure below for the top outlet (there is an area indicated on the piece with reduced thickness.).

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6. INSTALLATION METHOD.

1. Remove the upper panel of the remote control. Insert a flat-headed screwdriver into the two slots
at the bottom of the remote control to remove the upper panel.

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11. BASIC FUNCTIONS.
The following are the instructions for use of the basic functions of the air conditioner.
AUTO function

In AUTO mode, the unit will automatically select the COOL, HEAT, FAN or DRY function based on
the set temperature.

1. Press the MODE button to select AUTO mode.
2. Press the UP (A) in DOWN (V) buttons to set the desired temperature.

In AUTO mode, fan speed is set automatically and cannot be changed.

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FOLLOW ME function.

The FOLLOW ME function allows the remote control to measure the temperature in its current position
(where it is installed) and to send the signal to the air conditioner every 3 minutes.

When using AUTO, COOL or HEAT mode, the room temperature is measured by the remote control
(instead of by the indoor unit itself) allowing the air conditioner to optimise the temperature around
you and to guarantee maximum comfort.

This function is not available for DRY and FAN modes.

By default, the FOLLOW ME function is already enabled on the remote control. Should it be disabled,
follow the procedure below to enable it.

1. Press the FUNC. key, scroll the functions and select the flashing (A icon and then confirm.

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TURBO function.

When you select the TURBO function in COOL mode, the unit will release cold air increasing the
frequency of the compressor and the speed of the internal fan to quickly start the cooling process.

When you select the TURBO function in SHEET mode, the unit will release warm air increasing the
frequency of the compressor and the speed of the internal fan to quickly start the heating process.

Follow the procedure below to enable it:
1. Press the FUNC. key, scroll the functions and select the flashing é&“ icon and then confirm.

2. To disable it, press the C& key and adjust ventilation as you like.

SLEEP function ().

The SLEEP function is used to reduce energy consumption while sleeping (and the same temperature
settings are not required).
The SLEEP function is not available in FAN and DRY modes.
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TIMER ON function.

The TIMER ON function allows you to set the time at which the device switches on after a specific
period of time.

1. Press the @ key once to start the TIMER ON.
2. Press the|_|key several times to set the air conditioner switch on delay.
3. Press the @ key to confirm.
Press @ to disable the timer and set the time at 0, or to switch the remote control off and back on.
Example: air conditioner switch on setting after 2.5 hours:

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TIMER OFF function.

The TIMER OFF function allows you to set a period of time after which the air conditioner switches
off automatically.

1. Press the @ key twice to start the TIMER OFFE.
2. Press the|_|key several times to set the air conditioner switch off delay.
3. Press the @ key to confirm.
Press @ to disable the timer and set the time at 0, or to switch the remote control off and back on.

Example: air conditioner switch off setting after 5 hours:

Number 5h indicates the amount of time starting from the current hour at which the air
conditioner will switch off.

While setting TIMER ON or TIMER OFF, every time the key is pressed automatically postpones the
starting time by 30 minutes, up to a maximum of 10 hours. Beyond 10 hours, and up to 24 hours, the
time is postponed by 60 minutes at every press. (For example, pressing the key 5 times sets the time at
2.5 hours, pressing 10 times at 5 hours).
